You will produce 5 welds and visually assess that they meet
the requirements of the weld procedure Specification (WPS). 
Upon completion of the knowledge section and welded joints,
training will continue towards BS 4872 coded welding.

MIG/MAGS, MMA and TIG welding. Again, you can choose the
process or processes. You will cover multi-run Fillet and Butt
welds in various positions and material thicknesses.  You will
be assessed by a CSWIP trained, Welding Institute approval
tester.
