e Take ownership of your own actions and report any unacceptable actions of others

e Be responsible for your own and college equipment and resources

e Show a commitment to your learning and goals

e Evidence positive behaviour including acting in a socially acceptable way and showing professional behaviour.
This includes avoiding all behaviour that would breach the law or college code of conduct and values (including
Health and Safety regulations and academic honesty)

e Attend all lessons and exams on time and make a positive contribution in all college activity
e Complete all required college work and activities and meeting deadlines and targets

e Be prepared for all college activities with the equipment, resources and attitude required
e Respond positively to feedback and engage with support provided.
